Abstract 
This article presents a reflection about movements of samba in Sao Paulo city, organizers for sambistas, in activities during all year, not only in the carnival. Yet, they have the power to form sociability nets that generate territorialities with a collective sense. In these movements, samba acts as a cultural sign, a “password of identity” producing particularities circles, with condition to decrease the social vulnerability of population, mainly the afrodescendent. On the other hand, they oppose the culture of immediate consumption, showing new possibilities to construction of another reality. At the same time, they inspire and point for alternative roads to the current daily, full of contradictions and paradoxes besides of social and economic exclusion. 
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
