Abstract

The understanding of cattle and agricultural fairs nowadays as well as sensing their avatars mean reading the current historical and social moment which is continuously marked by the presence of technology, information and science in every social corner.  In their genesis, such fairs focus was essentially on the rural universe, but gradually, from the 1980’s, they were absorbed by the culture industry and developed a strong technological bias.  They became the kind of ephemeral event which attracts more and more goers. In order to attract still more visitors they present, as key elements, concerts that give the fairs a party atmosphere. These fairs are episodic, occasional, transitory events apart form the locals ordinary lives but, as they explore every of the visitors’ sense, they end up by avoiding any deeper or broader critic to their true goals. Even metamorphosed and transformed in urban events their founding goals are not forgotten: being an area for the cult and fetishism of goods and privileged locus for the representation and exercise of the local power. 
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
