Iberian inheritance in Latin American: The  Catholic processions of Pirenópolis – Goiás
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The alliance among the Iberian Crowns and the Catholic Church made capable not only the physic-territorial occupation of the new continent, but mainly the possibility of European-Christian culture expansion, that it had as the main point the religion. In the Latin American as an whole of the religiousness divulgation process was given mainly through the parties accomplished by the church, where the processions took a distinguished place by being moments of the religiousness demonstration that provided a festive act manifestation, time by sacred time by the profane on a mix of identities that gotten gathered on devotion to the saints celebrated. Nowadays those events occur with less frequency and mainly with small communities where the cultural territoriality are more delimited and preserved by the local culture. Pirenópolis, city born on the gold cycle on Sertão of Brazil, maintain during almost three centuries its rituals and cultural festivities and revive every year the procession traditions during the Holy Week. The city presents itself, nowadays, as a touristy polo where the traditional and the modern interpenetrate each other  and promote the redefinition of one society. Understand and identify this mosaic of personal relations and interpersonal of different groups, secular traditions, religiousness and present symbols on the procession scene enable a small reinterpretation of the present cultural society in the Latin American territory, resulting on Iberian inheritance.    
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
